ABOUT THE AWARDS

Post-independence, first three gallantry awardseharhe Param Vir Chakra, the Maha Vir Chakra ahel Yir Chakra were
instituted by the Government of India on 26th Japud950 which were deemed to have effect fromitbil August, 1947.
Thereafter, other three gallantry awards i.e. tehoka Chakra Class-I, the Ashoka Chakra Classdlth@ Ashoka Chakra Class-IlI
were instituted by the Government of India on 4ahubry, 1952, which were deemed to have effect ffuen15th August, 1947.
These awards were renamed as the Ashoka Chakrdirth€hakra and the Shaurya Chakra respectivelyanuary, 1967.

These gallantry awards are announced twice in a-y@est on the occasion of the Republic Day ahdrt on the occasion of the
Independence Day. Order of precedence of thesedavsathe Param Vir Chakra, the Ashoka ChakraMbkavir Chakra, the Kirti
Chakra, the Vir Chakra and the Shaurya Chakra.

DESIGN OF THE MEDAL AND RIBBON

Gallantry awards along with some other Defenceilgsished Service awards are conferred to the aeaftilext-of-Kins (NoKs)
by the President at the Defence Investiture Cergnahd every year at the Rashtrapati Bhawan. Howetie Param Vir Chakra
and the Ashoka Chakra are conferred by the Prestdethhe awardees/NoKs on the occasion of the Repliay Parade at the

Rajpath.
